In the event that
such a situation is encountered, you should stay tuned to television and radio
broadcastings for accurate information provided by the administrative bodies for
gvery one of you to do the right things. For this reason, it is important to always
be prepared and conscious of what to do correctly in any emergency situation.

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The national government of Japan will issue ings or give evacuation instructions to the Kyoto
prefectual government if it recognizes the urgent need for protection of the lives, health, and property of
its citizens against an armed attack or large scale terrorist attack. The Municipality of Kyoto, will then
inform its citizens of these warnings and instructions through every available means of communication
such as public information cars or disaster prevention and administration radio broadcasts.

Your freedom and rights guaranteed by the Constitution of Japan will be respected as much as possible
when evacues relief efforts are to be made in response to an armed attack or large scale terronist atfack.
Should your freedom or rights be restricted in the waorst possible unavoidable situation, a proper and fair
procedure will be taken to keep the restriction on your freedom and rights to a minimum as follows:

You are entitled to submit your request for compensation or your objection in connection with the loss
suffered as a result of having your land used, to ensure that you freedom and rights are restored.
